Editing and dissemination of a 2005 update to the Barcelona Sewerage Master Plan.

Draft of PECLAB Phase 3 projects and start of construction work (2004-2007): Blai-Blesa, Via Barcino, Passeig
Circumval-lacio interceptor sewers and Sagrera—High Speed Train tank.

. Technical assistance related to drainage in new housing developments (Gran Via, Lesseps, Riera Blanca), drafting of

system and project reports, drafting of projects, technical assistance, inspections and construction management
(22@, AVE, GISA, Lines Lo, L3, L5 of the subway lines, station refurbishment, Renfe (Sants), etc.).

. Ongoing assistance to the Water Department for issues related to cleaning and refurbishment of the network.

. Groundwater-based irrigation network: Technical support to the City Hall for projects to extend the groundwater

network, and in particular to the construction and work on the tank and groundwater network in the Castle of
Montjuic and in Gran Via.

. Execution of pending MSW projects (Fontrobada transfer centre and Robadors pneumatic MSW station) and

assistance to pneumatic MSW projects for Ciutat Vella, BIMSA and 22@.

. Dissemination and update of the Pneumatic MSW Master Plan and general CSO technical support.

. New jobs and services for other organizations: On-going technical and/or specific assistance, enlargement of

current services and obtainment of new tasks and services in Catalonia, Spain or abroad.

. In particular, within the Barcelona Metropolitan Area: operation and maintenance of the Camp de I'Empedrat tank,

located in the municipality of Cornella, preparation of Master Plans for various municipalities and the formalization
of cooperative agreements with the EMSHTR for specific work and services.

Enhanced use of weather radar, design and implementation of global control of the sewer system network,
additional features and consolidation of the water quality measurement stations in both the sewer system network
and the receiving waters, with implementation of a real-time warning system for the quality of receiving waters
(specifically, on the beaches).

Consolidation of groundwater utilization network management, by increasing remote control levels to improve
customer service in terms of guaranteed supply. Follow-up and prevention of groundwater contamination by
preventive cleaning and disinfections.

Consolidation of the management of new areas in the Port such as MEPSA, increased operating efficiency in the Port
Vell network through utilization of the improvements made, and general increase in activity throughout the Port.

Preventive maintenance of optical fibre conduits, with particular attention paid to sensitive points in installations
older than 5 years. Improvements in the fastener reinforcements and the project and construction execution
procedures.

Technical support and co-operation with new city councils, both in Spain and abroad.

Advances in the technological support systems: GIS, remote control and mathematical models. Improvements in
telecommunications. New operating assistance applications: optimal control of the facilities, emergency
management, municipal coordination.

Development of R&D and implementation projects.
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
